And in 2009, Petey 

has had 5 placements (only 4 again in Britt  trials), so we will miss recognition again this year in 

ABC.  Recognition by the FT Clubs of IL is a great honor.  Petey will be 2 in July, so he is officially 

retired as a derby dog; and we look forward to breaking him steady to wing and shot, and 

competing in adult stakes next year, and getting closer to that dual champion title!!

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Question: What are sweepstakes clas ses at dog shows?  

 
Sweepstakes are an additional class or classes  for dogs to be entered in at dog  shows.   They are 
fun events and usually have a cash payout, as well as a ribbon and possibly a prize.  
 
Sweepstakes that are offered usually include Puppy Swee ps, Veteran Sweeps, and at the ABC 
Nationals they have a Dual and Triple Champion Sweeps.   These are individual events with each 
one having classes for different age ranges .  (We have 6 -9 mos., 9 -12 mos. and 12 -18 mos. in 
our Puppy Sweeps, and in the Veter an Sweeps the ages are 8 -10 years, 10 -12 years and 12 
years and over .)   The winners of each class are then returned to the ring and a Best of Sweeps 
and a Best of Opposite Sex to the Best of Sweeps are selected.  
 
Sweeps serve the purpose of giving the youn ger dogs additional time in the ring, the cost of the 
entry is less than a regular show entry with the possibility of getting the entry money back in 
the prize or prizes won.   The Veteran Sweeps lets  the older dogs  get out and strut their stuff too.
